The Pharmacy Network provides pharmacists and other health care professionals with important patient
medication information, ensuring health professionals have more complete patient information when
delivering care. When a prescription is filled at a connected pharmacy, the Pharmacy Network stores
information about the medications the patient is taking. This makes it easier for pharmacists and other health
care professionals to make better decisions about care and helps prevent harmful drug interactions.

The NL Centre for Health Information has 93 pharmacies in the province connected. The full benefit of the
Pharmacy Network will be best realized in the coming year when the Centre anticipates 100% of the
pharmacies in the province will be connected. The Centre anticipates a busy year ahead as pharmacies
continue to connect to the Pharmacy Network and support continued improvement in patient care for the
people of our province.

Currently, there are more than 16 million prescriptions in the Pharmacy Network associated with 343,548
Newfoundlanders and Labradorians. More importantly, there have been 122,034 instances when additional
medication information was available to health care professionals, from the Pharmacy Network, to better
inform decisions about patient care had that information been required.

The Newfoundland and Labrador Centre for Health Information (the Centre) provides quality information to
health professionals, the public, researchers and health system decision-makers. Through collaboration with
the health system, the Centre supports the development of data and technical standards, maintains key
health databases, prepares and distributes health reports, and supports and carries out applied health
research and evaluations. The Centre’s mandate also includes the development and implementation of a
confidential and secure provincial electronic health record, including the change management required to
support adoption by end user clinicians.
